Councilmember Hardy gave the opening prayer.
Mayor Nelson welcomed everyone to the meeting.
Minutes for the March 8, 2022 town council meetings were presented for approval. 

Councilmember Hardy made a motion to approve the minutes for March 8, 2022. Councilmember Pace seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Item#1   Resolution 2022-001 SIB Loan-Mayor Nelson stated that we need to pass the resolution regarding the SIB loan for the bridge so we can finalize the loan.  Councilmember Goodliffe stated that, the Resolution states the loan is for $800,000 and at 1.75% for 15 years the payments will be $60,963.70 and are due yearly, the first payment will start on March 30, 2023. Councilmember Hardy asked how much will the new bridge cost ? Councilmember Goodliffe stated it was $200,000 less than what we thought it would be.
Councilmember Hardy made a motion to adopt Resolution 2022-001. Councilmember Lay seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Item#2   Resolution 2022-002 Fee Resolution-Mayor Nelson asked the council to look over the fee resolution and asked if they wanted to change any fees. The Council agreed they wanted to change the fees for Hansen Park. The deposit for the boweries will be $250.00. The rental fee for the large bowery will be $100.00 for residents and $250.00 for nonresidents. The rental fee for the small bowery will be $50.00 for residents and $150.00 for nonresidents. The rental fee for the cook shack will be $250.00 for the deposit and $200.00 for nonresidents and $100.00 for residents.
Councilmember Lay made a motion to adopt Resolution 2022-002. Councilmember Goodliffe seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Steve Woerner reported that about 2 weeks ago the pump went out at the lift station. We had Mountain Valley come out and they went down and put the pump back together, but we should probably budget to replace the pumps at the lift stations. We will get this one rebuild and have a spare pump. 

Councilmember Hardy reported that we need to get a capital facilities plan done but he thinks the impact fee study will cover it. The Department of Water Quality wants us to present it in December.  We could get a grant for a hardship, the freeway runs right through Elwood and that is considered a hardship. We need to apply for the first part; I will get with Shane and get that going. Mayor Nelson stated it’s a great idea.
