WELCOME

ADMINISTRATION

Councilmember Goodliffe gave the opening prayer.

Mayor Nelson welcomed everyone to the meeting.
Minutes for the April 13, 2021 town council meeting was presented for approval. 

Councilmember Lay made a motion to approve the minutes for April 13, 2021. Councilmember Goodliffe seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Item#1   Dave Couch & Mark Stanger-water service outside of Elwood Town Limits-Dave presented to the town council. Dave explained that Mark is going to build a house on the old Wilma Fridal property and it’s not in Elwood city limits, it’s in the county. Mayor Nelson stated that we normally have them annex into Elwood to receive the water. Mark stated that he was not in favor of annexing at this time. Mayor Nelson asked Steve if we had anyone like this Steve stated yes we have 3. Dave reported that it will only be 1 house. Mayor Nelson stated that if we allow it you will have to pay the impact fees and all of the water line expense. Dave and Mark agreed to that. Mayor stated he was fine to allow them to hook onto the water system for one house but if you build another home or subdivide the property you will have to annex in to Elwood Town. The council agreed with Mayor Nelson.

Councilmember Lay made a motion to approve the use of town water to service Mark Stanger’s home with the above conditions. Councilmember Howard seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

 Item#2
Owen Udy-Minor Subdivision Final Plan-Mayor Nelson stated that this has been through the planning commission and recommended to the council for approval. Mayor Nelson explained that the house was on the property that was owned by Linda and her sister and they asked to put the house on the property that was owned by Linda and her husband.   
Councilmember Goodliffe made a motion to approve the Owen Udy minor subdivision. Councilmember Howard seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.
Item#3
Ordinance 2021-009 sign ordinance, Amy Hugie presented the ordinance to the council, she explained the planning commission has been working on this to make it fair for everyone. The planning commission changed the freeway signs to 100 feet so they could see it over the over pass. The planning commission was ok with them going higher but they reduced the square feet of the sign. In this ordinance we will have less square feet than Texaco has. We kept some of the old ordinance but we add some new stuff as well, we added the diagrams that we are describing. The biggest change in the ordinance is in the back we are not allowing billboards in town at all. Amy stated that all signs have to be approved by the planning commission by a conditional use permit. Amy also stated that the planning commission is also the ones that enforce it to make sure it’s in compliance. Councilmember Pace has a concern about the 100 feet sign and if we keep allowing exceptions next thing we know we have a lot of frontage road signs along the freeway and signs along the highway. Councilmember Pace asked how many people look at signs to decide where you’re going. Mayor Nelson stated a lot of people do. Amy stated that you need to decide if you want to accept their recommendations or give them some recommendations to the planning. Councilmember Goodliffe stated that Item #7- ground level on the sign needs to insert some language like max height is 100 feet insulation site ground. Amy asked how do you want to define it. Councilmember Lay stated it’s a conditional use permit. Councilmember Goodliffe stated something like the average of the grade of the property the sign sits on. Councilmember Pace stated that he don’t want Elwood to be lit up with a lot of big signs.  
Councilmember Goodliffe made a motion to approve the Sign Ordinance 2021-009 with the changes made one item#7. Councilmember Lay seconded the motion. Councilmember Howard was in favor of the motion and Councilmember Pace Nay.
Councilmember Pace made a motion to close the town meeting to move into the executive session Councilmember Lay seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Councilmember Goodliffe made a motion to close the executive session and move into the town council meeting. Councilmember Pace seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Councilmember Pace made a motion to open the town council meeting. Councilmember Lay seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Item#4
Employee Policies and procedures-Amy presented the policies to the council Amy stated that she would like to discuss the changes that councilmember Lay suggested and she reported that she made all the changes that councilmember Goodliffe suggested and the policies will take effect on July 1, 2021. Amy stated that she will make all the changes and get it back to you so you can adopt it next month.
Item#5
Budget 2021-2022- Mayor Nelson presented the revised budget and the 2021-2022 budget he asked the council to look over the budget and asked if they wanted to add anything or change anything. Councilmember Goodliffe suggested that we change the professional service amount the council agreed. Mayor Nelson stated that we budged to do the ½ of road on 5600 west this year and we can do the rest of it next year. Mayor Nelson reported that we budget for a 2nd employee for the public works department. Mayor Nelson explained that we are getting bigger and Steve needs help. The council agreed.

Animal Control Report- Hagan was not present, nothing to report. 
Item#8 Planning Commission- Councilmember Lay emailed his report to the council. The council stated he does a great job on his reports. 

Item#10 Involving items discussed in executive session-Craig Smith- Craig suggested to the council that we work on the water ordinance and have our engineer work on Elwood 40 year plan of how much water we will need in the future. Craig stated that we can do a change application for the state to change the water use and we can do that over time. The council agreed.

Councilmember Goodliffe made a motion to allow Craig Smith to work on the water ordinance and submit a change application for the water use and to have Hansen and Associate do a 40 year water plan. Councilmember Howard seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion
