Pledge of allegiances 
Elwood Town Council Work Meeting at 6:00

Mayor Nelson welcomed everyone to the meeting, we will be working on the budget in a few months, we will include code enforcement, and other items. Mayor Nelson asked the council what they would like to work on. Councilmember Hardy thinks the town needs something to keep people here so we need to budget more money for the parks. We also need to look into the roads and keep kids safe. Councilmember Pace stated we are rural living we need to preserve that, but also need to have a commercial area. We need code enforcement, parks and also secondary water. Councilmember Goodliffe agreed with everything that’s been said and we also need to look at drainage. Mayor Nelson will talk to Shane regarding grants and some of that stuff. We may have to have a tax increase; we will start working on things.
The council discussed ordinance 150.146 lot improvements. 

Elwood Town Council meeting started at 7:00 

Public Comment- Zack Pali commented regarding running a business in a residential zone, Pali Trucking is operating a business at their home, they run a trucking company and park up to 6 semi trucks on their property and run all hours of the night. The trucks drive over the speed limit and they use the jake break all hours of the day. I have a petition that most of the neighbors have signed to not allow this to happen anymore we don’t feel safe in our own neighborhood.  

Greg Iverson stated that he had lived in that neighborhood for 75 years and the Pali’s are very responsible truck drivers they never use the jake break and they always go under the speed limit. 

Eli Pali stated that he owns Pail Trucking and he is not running a business at his home all the business is done on his phone. An individual is going around stating that I am opening up a shop that is not the truth. I do park trucks on my property and have been doing it long before the subdivision was here. We don’t use jake’s and we don’t speed on the roads we watch out for the kids, probably more than anyone down our street does. We drive the roads in a safe matter and we park on our property not the towns. I have a petition also to allow trucks to be parked on the individual’s property. 
James Grimes stated that he is a business owner as well and I live on the same street as the pail’s. We are regulated by the State of Utah and we as drivers are safer on the roads. If we are not safe the trucks are put out of service. Zack plowed his field at 3:00 am and they are louder than the trucks. Everyone who signed Zack petition did not live here when Eli had his trucks, this all started over a family fight. 
Robert Jensen stated he lives on the south side of Elwood, I have not heard them hit the jakes but they do go fast but they have slowed down the last few weeks and I thanked them for that, I’m just concerned for the kids. 

Minutes for the Oct 10 and Oct 24, 2023 town council meetings were presented for approval. 

Councilmember Hardy made a motion to approve the minutes for Oct 10 and Oct 24, 2023. Councilmember Lay seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Item#1
KJE Green Acres Final Minor Subdivision-Eric Stevenson- Mayor Nelson stated that the subdivision is 3 lots on 8800 North and has been approved and recommended by the planning commission to the town council for approval.
Councilmember Hardy made a motion to approve the KJE Green final minor subdivision. Councilmember Goodliffe seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Item#2
Reed Final Minor Subdivision-Tiffany & Teven Reed-Mayor Nelson stated that the subdivision is a 1 lot subdivision on 4800 West and has been approved and recommended by the planning commission to the town council for approval. 

Councilmember Pace made a motion to approve the Reed final minor subdivision. Councilmember Hardy seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Item#3
Ordinance 2023-004 sections 150.146 & 150.147 roads in a subdivision-Mayor Nelson stated that we talked about this ordinance in the work meeting. If we are inserting the new language for 150.146 (c) all the language from C and D would be replaced with the new language and drawing and remove 150.147 (p). Councilmember Goodliffe stated that the ordinance as written came from the planning commission and he is comfortable with how it’s written, or I’m okay if we change it either way. 
Councilmember Goodliffe made a motion to adopt ordinance 2023-004 Section 150.146 (C) & remove 150.147 (P). Councilmember Lay seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

Item#4
Business License in Elwood Town ordinance 110.01 & 155.395 & 155.396-Councilmember Pace stated we should change occupation to Business Regulation and on 155.396 Minor home occupations to Minor business standards. Just replace the word occupation with business.
Item#5
Building Moratorium-General plan & ordinance-Councilmember Hardy stated if we do put a moratorium on it will take the pressure off the planning commission while we work on the general plan and ordinances. Councilmember Lay asked if there are different levels, is this for new development, we need to be very clear on it, it will give us time to get the ordinances done. Councilmember Goodliffe agrees with everything that’s been said. The council asked for it to be on the Jan agenda. 
Item#6
Planning Commission-Councilmember Goodliffe emailed the report for the last meeting to the council. They had 3 planning commission members at the meeting and had a lot of public comment. They had an application for a rezone they denied. 
Item#7
Sheriff’s Department Report- Deputy Gabriel thanked Elwood for the donation to help   purchase Elvis the K-9 dog. He reminded residents to lock your doors, don’t leave your keys or firearms in the vehicles. The council thanked him for hi service.  
Item#8
Drawing for the TV from the general plan survey-Hayden Britton reported that we had 253 responses which is about 40 to 60 % we had a great response, I’m very glad of the outcome. We had an 86% completion rate very proud of the town. Hayden asked Mayor Nelson to draw 3 names for the TV the first name was Paul Wheeler, 2. Heather Searle and 3rd was Kevin Hansen. Hayden asked Gina to notify Paul and if he wanted it set up a time for him to get it and if he didn’t call the next person.

Steve reported that we opened the bids for the water pond for the secondary water project. We had 12 packages picked up and 9 submitted for the project. Grover was the low bid at $358,038.00 this is just for the road going into the subdivision. Councilmember Goodliffe asked what happens if we go over the deadline, Steve stated there are no fees if we do.  Steve asked for a special meeting so we can make a motion to move forward with the project. The council agreed to have the meeting on Nov 16 @ 5:00 pm.
